ATOD are proud to offer Acrobatic Arts Pin exams. They work a little differently to 
the other exams, so please familiarise yourself with the information below. 
 
 
How it works… 

• You or one of your teacher’s must be accredited with Acrobatic Arts to teach 
the content & enter students for exams. Certification is done directly through 
Acrobatic Arts. Please visit the website https://www.acrobaticarts.com/ 

 
• We have 5 Examiners that are certified to examine Primary - L6 Pin exams. 

 
• To do a Pin exam the student must have already passed that level directly 

through Acrobatic Arts. EG: To do the ‘primary gold pin exam’ they must have 
already passed the primary level directly through Acrobatic Arts. They will 
check to confirm the student has passed the level & if not the exam cannot 
proceed.  
  

• The Pin exams will be done on the same day as your normal ATOD exams. 
The online exam request form asks you to confirm if you are doing Acrobatic 
Arts Pin exams, as we need to allocate you an Acrobatic Arts Certified 
Examiner. You will be required to upload a copy of your Acrobatic Arts 
Accreditation. 
 
  

 Steps you need to take as a Studio… 
• Firstly please ensure you or one of your teacher’s become certified with 

Acrobatic Arts. This needs to be organised with them directly; online training 
courses can be done for certification: https://www.acrobaticarts.com/training-
courses 
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• Secondly, your Acro students will need to complete & pass their relevant level 

directly with Acrobatic Arts. We are unable to facilitate this, but some helpful 
info can be found here: https://www.acrobaticarts.com/program-for-
dancers/acrodance-exams 

  
• Once the students have passed the relevant level with Acrobatic Arts, they’re 

ready to do their Pin exam with us. Please let us know when you submit your 
exam request form (or as soon as you know) that you will be doing these 
exams, so we can assign you one of the certified Examiner’s. You will be 
required to upload a copy of your Acrobatic Arts Accreditation at this point. 
 

• Include the Acrobatic Arts Pin exams in your normal exam plan timetable. 
Please input these exams consecutively, on the same day. 

 
• Your Examiner will submit their results to Acrobatic Arts, who will 

review/approve. 
 

• ATOD will print & post the results & pins (medals) to your studio once 
completed. 
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
